K7RA Solar Update

We just recently saw eight days of
sunspots, but now the solar disk is spot-
free. The big story thisweek isthe sighting
of the first spot of Solar Cycle 24. The
sunspot -- sunspot 981 -- has now faded
away, but anew spot is emerging near the
solar equator and it has the same polarity
as the Cycle 24 spot last week. Thisis
odd, because the spots from the new cycle
should emerge at high latitudes, like last
week's did.

News reports this week said Cycle 24
has begun, but actually Cycle 23 hasn't
ended yet. Cycle 24 spots should gradualy
increase in number, while Cycle 23 spots
fade away. Sometime around solar
minimum, we should see the count of
Cycle 24 spots equal and then outnumber
Cycle 23 spots. | believe that isreally the
start of the next cycle, when we begin to
see more Cycle 24 spots emerging than
Cycle 23 spots.

were nearly 10 points above last week's
average, at 13.3. Unsettled geomagnetic
conditions were observed on January 5-
8. Last week, the prediction for solar flux
for earlier this week looked optimistic.
Go here and click on the December 30
forecast. Note the prediction for solar flux
of 85 for January 4-11. Then click back
and look at December 31. On that day, it
predicted a solar flux of 90 for January
5-7. The January 1 prediction is even
higher at solar flux 95 for January 7-8.
The next day, January 2, shows flux at 95
for January 7-9. January 3 is less
optimistic, with flux peaking at 90 for
January 9-11, although some of the dates
are mislabeled. January 4 shows flux
peaking for one day, January 6, at 85.
None of those predictions came to pass,
and solar flux was actually below 80 the
entire week.

Motorola Completes Tender Offer For Yaesu

On Wednesday, January 16, Motorola,
Inc announced that its subsidiary, M1, Inc,
has successfully completed itstender offer
to acquire acontrolling interest in Vertex
Standard, parent company of Yaesu. The
tender offer period expired on January 15
with approximately 5.4 million shares
tendered and accepted. On November 5,
2007, Motorolalaunched the tender offer,
in cooperation with Tokogiken (aprivately
held Japanese company controlled by

Vertex Standard's president and CEO Jun
Hasegawa) with the intention of forming
ajoint venture to develop and sell Vertex
Standard products and develop select
Motorola products. All regulatory
clearances required for the completion of
the transaction have been obtained.

Starting on January 22, Motorola will
have a total ownership stake of
approximately 78 percent of Vertex

Standard on a fully diluted basis
(excluding certain stock acquisition rights
that are scheduled to be cancelled),
following the settlement of the tender offer
for approximately 12 billion Yen (almost
$112 million US dallars) in cash. Through
a subsequent restructuring process,
Motorola will own 80 percent of Vertex
Standard, while Tokogiken will retain a
20 percent stake.
