The 2006 BB& T Multiple Sclerosis
Tour to Tanglewood was held September
9-10 with atotal of 41 amateur operators
from Forsyth and Guilford Counties
providing communications for the two-
day event.

Theride, ayearly fundraiser for MS,
covered a 100-mile round route between
the starting line at the Volvo facility near
Interstate 40 in Greensboro and
Tanglewood Park in Winston-Salem. This
year'stour included well over 1400 riders.

Hams provided communicationsfor 14
“SAG” wagons on Saturday, and 11 on
Sunday. The“SAGS’ provided transport
for riders with mechanical problems,

minor medical conditions or exhaustion.
Amateur “SAG” communicators also
helped to contact emergency medical
personnel for more serious conditions.
Hams provided communications coverage
at all assigned rest stops along the route
for both days, as well.

Tour coordinators report that roughly a
third of the riders actually complete the
entire 100-mileroute. Mogt others average
about 60 miles of the course. Event
coordinators are quick to point out that the
tour is a marathon — not arace. The tour
provides cycling enthusiasts an opportunity
to enjoy their chosen sport while providing
funds for much-needed MS research.

Rescue Radio: Digital Emergency Alert Network Tested

A major step forward has been made
in adapting digital wirelessto emergency
communicators needs. This, as Global
Security Systems says that its new
Mississippi statewide digital emergency
alert network has been tested successfully.

The Mississippi installation is described
a single-to-multipoint messaging system.
It is designed to provide redundant
distribution of emergency aert messages

in cases where responders radios and cell
phones get clogged with traffic or become
useless.

Initsrelease, Globa Security Systems
said the system uses a commercial FM
receiver chip that can be inserted into
pagers, smoke detectors, cell phones, PDAS
and other devicesto alert responders and
provide information as a Stuation develops.

Mississippi Public Broadcasting is also

involved in the new alerting system. It
partnered with Global Security Systems
and the state Office of Homeland
Security. The latter to allow use of its
tower network in support of the new state
wide emergency alert system. The
network was created under contract to
the Mississippi Office of Homeland
Security.
