What is Amateur Radio?

As an Amateur Radio operator, you can
communicate by two-way radio with other
amateurs, also known as hams, across town
or around the world. Anyone can be a ham
- N0 matter what age, sex or physical ability.
Ham radio doesn’t have to cost much. Your
radio station can be in the palm of your
hand or take up a corner in your bedroom.
You even get your choice of ways to
communicate, such as voice, Morse code or
by computer data. Ham radio operators are
licensed by the Federal Communications
Commission.

Hams can do some really neat things.
They’ve flown on the space shuttle. Several
astronaut-hams took their radios on missions
and talked to thousands of hams everywhere.
Hams even bounce their radio signals off
the moon! Every day, hams and their friends
send and receive messages by hooking their
radios up to computers. Amateur Radio
satellites relay signals around the globe. On-
the-air contests challenge hams to compete
with others for awards.

Ham Radio operators are also involved in
public service communications. From
catastrophic events like tornadoes,
hurricanes, fires and floods to a local bike
race or walkathon, Hams can be found
putting their radios to work for their
community. Public service is a vital and fun
aspect of being an Amateur Radio Operator.

Hams are also very social creatures, and
we are always getting together for lunch,
dinner, coffee, and other outings from time
to time.

Getting your license

It's never been easier. The entry-level
license involves a simple

multiple-choice test.

Study materials are

available at Radio

Shack, or a

bookstore. While

some people choose

to self-study, our club

periodically holds

classes lasting from 6-

10 weeks. You do not

need any prior technical

experience to understand the material, and
you will find the questions and answers to
the actual tests at the back of the book.
